Esikilg

Pangatéahe esikiljel on kujutatud eesti
poetess, nditekirjanik ja é&rkamisaja
suurkuju LYDIA KOIDULA (1843-1886).
Oma néaidendiloominguga rajas Koidula
teed eesti naitekirjandusele ja teatrile. Ta
osales 1869. aastal toimunud | tldlaulu-
peo korraldamises, todtas ajakirjaniku-
na, aga eriti kogus tuntust romantilise
isamaalaulikuna.

Portreest paremal olev laulva 66biku ku-
jutis viitab Lydia Koidula luulekogule
,Emajoe 606bik”.

Tagakulg

Pangatéahe tagakuljel on kujutatud tor-
mist merd ja pankrannikut. Paas on eesti
rahvuskivi. Eesti pankrannik on harul-
dane loodusnéhtus. Pdhja-Eesti pank
algab laanes Pakri neemest, labib kogu
Pohja-Eesti ja I16peb idas Narva linna
juures. Panga suhteline k&rgus on
monest meetrist Pakri neemel kuni 56
meetrini Ontikal.
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The 100-kroon banknotes were printed
in 1991 and 1992 by the British printing
house Thomas De La Rue and Com-
pany Ltd.

Front

The front side of the 100-kroon banknote
features LYDIA KOIDULA (1843-1886) —
an Estonian poetess, playwright and
one of the prominent figures of the na-
tional awakening movement in the 19th
century. Koidula was the founder of Es-
tonian drama and theatre. She took part
in organising the first Song Festival in
1869. Koidula was also a journalist but
she is especially known as a romantic
patriotic poetess.

To the right of the portrait, a singing
nightingale is presented. The nightin-
gale represents Koidula’s most impor-
tant collection of verses: “Emajée O6bik”
(The Nightingale of the Emajogi River).

Back

The back side of the banknote features
stormy waves and a limestone cliff.
Limestone is Estonia’s national stone.
The Estonian limestone cliff is a unique
natural formation. The North Estonian
cliff runs from the cape of Pakri in the
west to the town of Narva in the east.
The highest point near the village of On-
tika is 56 metres high.

Parempoolsel serval on
kujutatud pea, esijasemed ja kere,
vasakpoolsel serval tagajasemed.
Watermark depicting three lions;

it can be seen when the banknote
is held against the light.

The watermark is divided into two
parts on the edges of the banknote:
one displays the head, forelegs
and body of the lions, and the other,
their hind legs.

Left-hand side, at the top:

a rosette surrounded by a band
of micro-printed repeating text
“EESTI PANK”.

Roseti keskel on latentne nimi-
vaartus ,,100”, mis on nahtav, kui
vaadata pangatahte kilgvalguses.
Latent denomination “100” in the
middle of the rosette, visible when
the banknote is held against the
light at an angle.

Portreest paremal on erinevate
mdotmetega nimivaartuste
kombinatsioon ,,100100100",

mis on nahtav ultraviolettvalguses.
UV fluorescent numerals “100100
100" to the right of the portrait.

Pangatéhe tagakiiljel paiknev
kollane ala helendub ultraviolett-
valguses kollaselt.

Yellow area on the back side that
fluoresces yellow under UV light.

Sama kujutis on pangatéhe
tagakuljel kohakuti esikdljel
olevaga ja sellel on samuti puhtad
ja varviga taidetud alad.

The same fragment with similar
coloured and uncoloured areas is
displayed on the back side;

the location of the fragment
overlaps with that on the front side.

Pangatéhe vaatamisel vastu
valgust kattuvad esi- ja tagakulje
puhtad ning véarviga taidetud alad
taielikult ja moodustavad varviga
taidetud tervikliku motiivi.

The coloured and uncoloured areas
on the front and back sides overlap
fully when the banknote is held
against the light and a full image

is displayed.
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
