The multi-coloured guilloche was re-
placed with an image of a simplified
cornflower. To the left of the portrait, sil-
ver ink has been used. On the back
side, the anti-copier line structure has
been changed. Instead of the rosette,
there is a greyish circle where a singing
nightingale and the denomination “100”
can be seen at an angle.
