Esikilg

Esikiljel on kujutatud eesti rahvusliku
arkamisaja juhttegelane, poliitik ja
publitsist CARL ROBERT JAKOBSON
(1841-1882). Tema kirjutatud lugemikud
olid rahvakoolides kasutusel aastakim-
neid. Jakobson asutas 1878. aastal
poliitilise ajalehe Sakala, milles oli kirjan-
duslisa ja kus anti 6petust pdllumajan-
duse arendamiseks. Lehest sai kiiresti
rahvusliku ja kultuurilise arkamise eden-
daja. C. R. Jakobson arendas oma
Kurgja talu p6llunduslikke uuendusi
rakendades néidistaluks, et pdllumehi
harida.

Portreest paremal on ajalehe Sakala
péise motiiv, selle all kollase lindiga
kokkuseotud viljavihk. Lindil on tekst:
+Kirja pannud C. R. Jakobson”. Viljavi-
hust vasakul on naine sirbiga ja paremal
mees vikatiga.

Tagakulg

Pangatahe tagakiiljel on Lduna-Eesti
maastiku motiiv metsade, aasade ja
veekoguga. Esiplaanil on lendamas
Eesti rahvuslind suitsupaasuke.
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The 500-kroon banknotes were printed
in 1991 by the British printing house
Thomas De La Rue and Company Ltd.

Front

The front side of the 500-kroon banknote
features CARL ROBERT JAKOBSON
(1841-1882) — a leading figure of the na-
tional awakening movement, politician
and active writer on issues of general in-
terest and importance. He wrote text-
books that were highly appreciated in
Estonian schools for decades. In 1878,
C. R. Jakobson established a political
newspaper Sakala with literary and agri-
cultural supplements. The paper quickly
became a vital promoter of the national
and cultural awakening taking place in
Estonia at the time. His farm in Kurgja
set an example to Estonian farmers due
to the novel techniques he used in agri-
culture.

To the right of the portrait there is a motif
of the newspaper’s title; below, a sheaf
bound with a yellow ribbon is depicted.
The text on the ribbon says: “Written by
C. R. Jakobson”. To the left of the ribbon
is a woman with a sickle and to the right
a man with a scythe.

Back

The back side of the banknote features
a view of the South Estonian landscape
with forests, meadows and a lake. In the
foreground, the Estonian national bird —
the barn swallow - is flying.

Roseti keskel on latentne nimi-
vaartus ,,500”, mis on nahtav, kui
vaadata pangatahte kilgvalguses.
Latent denomination “500” in the
middle of the rosette, visible when
the banknote is held against the
light at an angle.

Portreest paremal on erinevate
mdGtmetega nimivaartuste kombi-
natsioon ,,500500500”, mis helen-
dub ultraviolettvalguses roheliselt.
UV fluorescent numerals
“500500500” to the right

of the portrait (glowing green).

Pangatéhe tagakiljel paiknev
kollane ala helendub ultraviolett-
valguses kollaselt.

Yellow area on the back side that
fluoresces yellow under UV light.

the location of the fragment
overlaps with that on the front side.

Pangatéhe vaatamisel vastu
valgust kattuvad esi- ja tagakulje
puhtad ning véarviga taidetud alad
taielikult ja moodustavad varviga
taidetud tervikliku motiivi.

The coloured and uncoloured
areas on the front and back sides
overlap fully when the banknote
is held against the light and

a full image is displayed.
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
