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In 1994, an additional series of 500-
kroon banknotes was ordered from the
British printing house Thomas De La
Rue and Company Ltd. The colour, de-
sign and basic security features of the
new series are the same as on the 1991
notes, only some more advanced secu-
rity elements were added.

Instead of the multi-coloured guilloche
in the lower-right corner, there is a
stylised image of a cornflower. The area
to the left of the portrait has been printed
in silver ink.

The motif instead of the rosette in the
upper-left corner bears optically variable
ink. The colour changes from purple
to golden and green when viewed at
different angles. A flying barn swallow
has been depicted in the centre of the
motif. The vertical serial number is with
increasing font size.
